i. DOV/08/01163 (Listed Building and conservation area)
Proposal: Erection of asingle storey extension
L ocation: Eastry Court, Church Street, Eastry

proposed extension will not be visible from the road.

ii. DOV/08/01187
Proposal: Erection of adetached dwelling and alterations to vehicular access
Location: Land rear of 1 Belmont Terrace, Gore Road, Eastry

After consideration of the plans the members wished to object to this application on the following
grounds: -
e Thebuilding istoo large for the site and will impact on the High Street conservation area.
e The members believe the proposed access is of insufficient quality and vehicles using it will
have trouble joining Gore Road in a safe manner.

The members were concerned by the number of units being proposed for the site, it was felt that the
proposed site plan was far too dense and out of keeping with the rural location, it was aso agreed that
the highways problems already experienced in Mill Lane would be further exacerbated by the 86 units
proposed. The members felt that the plans shown at the annual meeting in May for 69 units were more
open and in keeping with the area.
